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The two Alkaline “AA” batteries must be replaced at 
least once every 12 months to ensure proper 
operation.  The Low Battery icon (fig. 1) will 
appear on the display when it is time to replace 
the batteries.  If the thermostat is connected to 
24v power, the batteries should still be installed, but 
are not required.  

When       is displayed the batteries must be replaced 
immediately.
